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Isoelectric, flat voltage 

 

- Flat or almost flat line 
- UM and LM close to 0 uV 
- Consistent with severe 
encephalopathy at term  

Continuous low voltage 

 

- Very low voltage  
- UM and LM around or 
below 5 uV 

- Consistent with severe 
encephalopathy at term  

 

Burst suppression 

 

- LM without variability at 
0-1 uV 

- Bursts with voltage > 25 
uV 

- Consistent with severe 
encephalopathy at term  

Discontinuous voltage 

 

- LM variable and mainly 
<5 uV 

- UM mainly > 10 uV 
- Normal tracing in infants 
<30 weeks cGA 

- Consistent with mod. 
encephalopathy at term  

Continuous voltage 

 

- Begins to show in 
infants > 30 weeks GA 

Sleep-wake cycling  
 -  Cyclic variations mainly 

in the LM 
-  Represents stages of 
the sleep-wake cycle  

- Normal tracing at term 
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
