2. Sign in to the Aegis POC application that opened by typing in your UIN# (capitalized font)  

The UIN# is the (4 letters and numbers as shown under the MUHC ID barcode.

No choice needs to be made for the workstation. Default is MCH-Admin / MNH-Admin or MGH-Admin.

    Enter your Current Password: “your UIN# (caps)” 

    Proceed to select a new password. (Minimum of 1 character to a maximum of 20) 

    Remember that the password you choose is caps sensitive and if you use special characters or      

    numbers you must include them each time. If you forget your password you can always call us for a 

     reset. (ext. 34056) 
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5. Under the Operator heading click on “Messages”. (Even if the number indicates “0”)

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7. Proceed to act on the messages;

   Select “Take Quiz” on the main POC operator menu. A competency Quiz Screen appears. 

  You may see different POC quizzes. Take only the quizzes you have been assigned in your messages. 

  Assigned quizzes will have a Certification Expiration date indicated FOR PREVIOUSLY CERTIFIED.

8. In the Competency Quiz Screen    Step 1: Select appropriate Quiz     Step 2: click on “Take Quiz” 
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9. Carefully read all the questions and follow the directions to complete the quiz. 

    You have three attempts to pass the quiz. 

    Once you start the quiz you cannot exit and return. If you click finish to exit before 

    completing the quiz, this will count as one attempt. Review your incorrect answers. 

 

    If you have tried THREE times and did not pass you need to see your Nurse Manager /Educator   

    or Super user. The POCT team will have to reassign the quiz attempts. 

 

    You can print your certificate whether you pass or fail. The certificate simply displays your grade. 

   Some questions must be answered correctly to pass the quiz. Failure to answer these questions    

   correctly will result in failing the QUIZ.( See example below) 

 

 

    A “Certification Summary” is displayed to let you know if you are are missing certification requirements. 
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10. At all times when you log in to the POC application you can view your completed certificates  

by clicking on “My Certificates” from the POC main menu.  

 

11. Return to your messages. 

 Re-read the message (step 1) 

 If you completed this task successfully checkmark the box. (Step 2) 

 Select the heading “Mark as read” (step 3) your message falls into the “Read” Filter. 

 

 

12. To exit the POC application click on the exit LOGO at the top right of your screen. 
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
